PAN (Pupil Admission Number) The PAN which has been determined for Spaldwick Primary School is 24. 

This is the number of pupils which can be accepted for each class unless Cambridgeshire Admissions 

determine otherwise, usually following an appeal.  

Catchment Area  

The villages of Spaldwick, Barham, Easton, Ellington, Grafham and Stow Longa.  

Admission Criteria  

The criteria are listed in order of priority.  

• Children who have a statement of special educational need or Education, Health and Care Plan 

(EHCP) which names the school. Where the statement or EHCP does not name the school the local 

authority Statutory Assessment and Resourcing Team (START) will determine an appropriate place.  

• Children in local authority care - also known as 'Looked After' children and children who were looked 

after but ceased to be by reason of adoption, a resident order or special guardianship order.  

• Children living in the catchment area with a sibling at the school at the time of admission.  

• Children living in the catchment area.  

• Children living outside the catchment area with a sibling at school at the time of admission.  

• Children living outside the catchment area who have been unable to gain a place at their catchment 

school be because of over subscription.  

• Children who live outside the catchment area but live closest to the school as measured by a 

straight line.
